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RISK ASSESSMENT DURING THE PANDEMIC
Here at Cherry tree Day Nursery, we have implemented Robust Measures in place to safeguard the children, staff and their families. We maintain the highest hygiene and cleanliness standards throughout our setting.

     

 At Cherry tree Day Nursery, we are following the Government Health and Hygiene guidance. 

Below is a list of hygiene measures, we have implemented in our daily practice; -
 
Personal Protection; -
1. We have implemented a health check policy at time of arrival for staff and children and any visitors to promote health and safety to all who are attending our nursery and to prevent the spread of the virus.

2. Staff must wash their hands and their children as soon as entering the premises and must bring a clean uniform with them and they will change into it after coming into the premises and will change the uniform again before going home to avoid the contamination.

3. Staff must scan and record their temperature on the monitoring sheet and will record the temperature of all children at arrival, and parents if they wish to come in and visitors.

4. Staff must enquire from parents, and visitors if they or their child has been in contact with someone not well at home or if they or their child have been unwell.

5. Staff must spray children's shoe soles before entering the nursery and parents and visitors must wear shoe covers and must dispose of the shoe cover in the bin provided outdoors.

6. Staff must wash children's hands with soap and water for at least 20 seconds when children arrive, at nursery at the washbasin situated at the entrance before entering their main room.

Parents and visitors must wash hands at the entrance before entering the main room.

 During the day staff and children wash their hands regularly.

6. Sanitizers have been placed everywhere around the nursery to be used hand wash, but it’s not a when after wiping noses, however, this is no replacement for washing hands.

7. To protect children at our setting, our staff cover their mouth and nose with a cloth face cover/mask when attending parents and visitors at the door and throughout the working day to protect themselves.

8. Staff wear protective glasses to throughout the working day to protect themselves.

9. If any parent has to come inside the nursery, staff will ensure they wear shoe covers and dispose them outside the nursery in the bin provided.

10. We ask all parents to wash hands at our washbasin by the entrance on their arrival at nursery.
 
Social Distancing; -
· Staff at nursery is avoiding close contact with parents. We are asking all the parents to leave and collect their children at the entrance during drop/pick up time. 

· Staff is trying their best to maintain a safe distance between themselves.

· We maintain a small group of children every day to avoid the spread of virus 

 

Environmental surface cleaning; -
· We have developed a schedule for cleaning and disinfecting, all areas in our nursery routinely. 

· We are disinfecting/sanitizing surfaces and objects that are frequently touched especially toys and games. 

· This also include cleaning objects/surfaces not ordinarily cleaned daily such as doorknobs, light switches, classroom sink handles, countertops, nap mats, toilet training potties, desks, chairs and playground equipment. 

 

 Spotting the Symptoms; -
 Our staff is fully aware of COVID-19's symptoms and the Government guidance has been displayed everywhere in the nursery. If any child is unwell with mild symptoms, parents are advised to keep him/her at home and self-isolate for 14 days before coming to the nursery again. We are taking the same precautions for staff well-being and health.

 

As advised by the government, we are open for vulnerable and key worker’s children. We will re-open soon as we can and will inform all the parents through tapestry and texts.
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
